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Fahrenheit 451: Character Analysis
In Fahrenheit 451, we are introduced to major and minor characters in “The Hearth and the Salamander”: Guy Montag, Mildred, Clarisse, and Beatty.  While some of the characters remain static characters throughout the novel, some change and develop drastically.  In groups of three or four, you will explore and develop a better understanding of a character in Fahrenheit 451.  On a large sheet of paper, your group will include the following in the character analysis:

1. Character Interpretation

· Accurately illustrate your character according to the description in the novel.
· Your group is assigned:

□  Guy Montag
□  Mildred
□  Clarisse
□  Beatty
· Your illustration should be neat and colorful and fill the entire sheet of paper.

2. Symbols associated with the character

3. Characteristics and Quotes

· Based on what you learned about the character, decide what four characteristics best describe your character.  The characteristics you come up with should be adjectives (i.e. intellectual).  

· After you have decided on the characteristics, you will need to find one supporting quote from the text that reflect the characteristics.  You will need one quote for each characteristic.

· Quotes need to be properly cited (quotation marks and page numbers).  

The following will need to be on the large sheet of paper:

· Character’s Name (make sure it is neat and creative)

· Character Illustration (according to the novel)

· Four Characteristics

· Quotes (four total, one per characteristic)

Each member of your group needs to participate equally.
