Expectations for this course:

· All assignments should be turned in on time.  Late work will receive a maximum of half credit and will only be accepted if arrangements to do so have been made by the teacher and the student.  

· Truancy will earn students “0” for participation for that day.  Tardies will also result in a 5 point deduction of the student’s total participation grade.

· In the case of an excused absence, assignments may be made up.  It is the student’s responsibility to obtain lecture notes and find out about missed assignments from his/her classmates and, if any, worksheets from the teacher. 

· A missed test can only be made up for excused absences and must be taken no later than one week from the day the test was originally given.

· All work must be neat and legible.  All papers and projects must have the student’s name and class period.

Classroom Rules:

· Be respectful of one another and of the classroom.

· Keep all food and drinks outside of the classroom.

· Be in assigned seats (with an open mind and ready to learn!) when the bell rings.

· Have all necessary materials in class.
