Current Event 

After creating an account on www.edmodo.com, you will be assigned a week to find a current event to share with your classmates.  

1. Find an online news source (examples: www.latimes.com, http://www.cnn.com/, http://www.usatoday.com/) and then post the link on edmodo.

- Article must be related to a standard we are currently working on or have already covered in class.

- Standards are located at the beginning of your textbook on p. xxxi (pages with yellow margins) and in the margin of the first page of each chapter section.

- Example: Standard 11.1 – “Students analyze the significant events in the founding of the nation and its attempts to realize the philosophy of government described in the Declaration of Independence.”

2. Provide a summary of the article in your own words.


- Include: who, what, where, when

3. Write 3 discussion questions for the class to answer.


- Questions should require some thought and reflection to answer.


- Questions should be “why” and “how” questions.

4.  Students who are not doing a current event must choose from 2 other classmates’ articles and answer all 3 questions.



- You will be answering a total of 6 questions.

5. Students must comment on at least one other person’s comments. 

6. The Grading Rubric is as follows:
